3.1. The official notice board is located in the screened porch of the clubhouse.
Eligibility and Entry

4.1. The event is open to all classes.

4.2. To be considered an entry in the event, a boat shall have completed all registration requirements and
paid all fees.

4.3. Boats of the same class registered by the 13th of July at 08:55 hrs, may be scored as a fleet at the
discretion of the Race Officer (RO). All other boats will be scored using the current wind adjusted
Portsmouth handicapping system.

Fees

5.1. Registering can be done online or on site. If registering online, you have the option to buy a meal plan. To
register online, click this link.
5.2. The fee for the regatta is listed below per boat type. The fee includes the regatta, and a wine & cheese
reception:

7.1. Racing will take place on the waters at Kinbrook Island Provincial Park on Newell Lake, Alberta.
Courses

8.1. The courses to be sailed will be Windward/Leeward with a Hollywood Finish.

Scoring

9.1. Onerace is required to be completed to constitute a series:
a) When fewer than 5 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race
scores.
b) When from 5 to 10 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race
scores excluding her worst score.
c) When more than 10 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race
scores excluding her two worst scores.
